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The painting

First with the news, the underlying theme of this painting is communication, the contrast between then and now. Pickle arrived at Falmouth, Cornwall, 14 days after the battle on the 4th of November.  A date still celebrated in the Royal Navy as “Pickle night”.  The news reached London 36 hours later. 

Here is “H.M.S. Pickle” during her dramatic voyage in the great gales which followed the battle, on her 1,000 mile journey to England. Our “Pickle” sighted another ship which gave chase; fortunately she turned out to be “H.M.S. Nautilus”. “Pickle” commenced signalling her dramatic news by flying 2214, an 1805 code signal. Nautilus immediately sailed for Lisbon then to Plymouth arriving 24 hours after Pickle reached Falmouth.
The schooner “H.M.S. Pickle”, a Plymouth Devon based ship, was built as the cutter “Sting”, probably for fast smuggling. Gordon Frickers discovered much about her but no plan so she is shown here as a typical naval schooner of the time. She has a very colourful history most of which is on our web site. She was mentioned many times in Nelson’s letters and was one of the smallest ships present at Trafalgar were she rescued many of the men and  famously, one woman from the burning Achille.
In this picture the work of the men reflects the artist’s time in square riggers. The cloths & even hair styles result from diligent research. A history of Pickle is on our web site page under “I have urgent dispatches”, additional information.

Of this painting, the keeper of HMS Victory, Peter Goodwin said,”so convincing it makes me feel I could punch the canvas". This picture, depicted as accurately as the artist was able, is offered in Nelsonian spirit, “to my country and for the benefit of Europe in general”.

Gordon Frickers 

At his own expense travelled to Brest, Paris, Madrid, Cadiz, San Sebastian, London and Liverpool to study source material for his series of paintings. Each scene has been thoroughly researched for historical accuracy.

He studied fine art at Maidstone and Medway Colleges of Art and at the Painting School of Montmiral. His originals are widely recognised as distinctive, powerful, subtle statements, poetic yet unsentimental. This artist, Gordon Frickers is an historian, a master shipwright and boat builder, a racing coach and has sailed on ships as diverse as the world’s oldest square rigger and the QE2. 

There is a formidable list of distinguished individuals and famous companies who own examples of his work. He is listed in Debretts, Who’s Who and can be found on the Internet.

This superb print is awesome, particularly in the larger version, a very worthy addition to any marine collection. It will clearly become a classic collectable picture.
